KNOW YOUR IX

Title IX Rights and Responsibilities at Waubonsee Community College

Title IX is a federal civil
rights lawthat prohibits
sex diserimination in
educational programs
and activities. It
applies to all students,

employees, and visitors.

Title IX requires equal
access torecruitment,
admission, financial
aid, .employment,
housing, and
activities.

Schools shall not
discriminate or exclude
any student from its
educational program or
activity on the basis of
pregnancy, childbirth,
false pregnancy,
termination or recovery
therefrom.

Sex discrimination
includes sexual
harassment, sexual
violence, and gender-
based discrimination.

Schools must
be proactive in
