Residents of Waubonsee's district
can utilize the Adult Education
Department as a complimentary
community service. Liberata
was connected with Tom
Pietrzyk, Adult Education
Transition Advisor, whom
she continues to work with.
“Having one person to
help with my progress was
most important,” claimed
Liberata, “Tom was very
helpful. He always asked
how | was doing and never
let me give up.” Liberata began
the English Language Acquisition
(ELA) program at Waubonsee
within weeks of her initial visit.

Learning English gave her the confidence to
pursue her High School Equivalency (HSE) credential.
Students also utilize the college’s resources to discover
majors and in-demand careers and education based
on their skills and interests. “It is hard to balance going
to school and working part-time, but | want a better
job and a better future for myself," Liberata stated. She
is now pursuing a career in the healthcare field.
