Tonight,
enjoy the optional outing to Tralee for dinner and a performance at Siamsa Tire, Ireland’s National Folk
Theatre.(Breakfast)

Day 6 KILLARNEY. RING OF KERRY EXCURSION

At Killorglin, join the RING OF KERRY for a 100-mile coastal panoramic drive featuring sparkling seascapes,
mountains dotted with brightly colored farmhouses, winding lanes bordered with subtropical vegetation, and
spectacular views of the Lakes of Killarney from Ladies View. Back in Killarney, a special optional adventure: take a
horse-drawn jaunting car along the national park lakeshore for pictures of Ross Castle.(Breakfast, Dinner)

Day 7 KILLARNEY-BLARNEY-WATERFORD-TRAMORE

More scenic splendor as you head over the Kerry Mountains into County Cork. Stop in Blarney, famous for its Stone
of Eloquence, with time at your leisure to see the castle and shop for Irish crafts and handmade crystal.
